It is located in a private gated community that will be
safe for everyone and our possessions. Since we started the ministry over three years ago we have been working out
of our home. We are now able to be more productive, have room for storage and give recognition to our organization.
We also hired a young Guatemalan, Carlos Morales, as a full-time office manager/assistant to help us with the
ministry.

As soon as we are able to get the house furnished, the extra space will be a great place to host our US short-term
mission teams. It will no longer be necessary to rent hotel rooms and eat our meals in restaurants. When the
additional space is not being used for our teams, we are making it available to other US mission teams for a minimal
donation. The funds that are received will be used to help with the expenses. This will not only be a blessing to other
mission organizations but it will give us more opportunities to share our ministry vision.

We have many other plans for fiThe Mission House.olt will be used for coordinating humanitarian projects such as
the surgeries for children with birth imperfections that is planned for June 2008. This month we will be hosting a
couple of young men from the US that are coming to discuss the possibility of starting a sports evangelism outreach
in our area. Also, Maribel and a group of young ladies are ready to begin overnight fellowships that will include Bible
study. With your help we will make this facility available as soon as possible.
