In fact, my dad left Amelia with 
the car on August 8, and drove it down to the 
Mexican border. I took the bus and met him there. 
Together we brought the car back to my home 
here in Coban. It was a very blessed trip and the 
car along with the taxes has been paid in full. The 
only thing left that we need to get are the tags. 
Also, my dad was able to bring a rebuilt 
transmission for the ministry truck in the trunk of 
the car. The transmission has already been 
successfully installed and the truck hasn’t shifted 
this smoothly in a long time. God is good, and 
again, we want to thank everyone who prayed for 
and gave to the Vehicle Fund. 
  

Maximum Mission 
On April 12 –16, we were able to partner with a 
local church here in Coban and participate in an 
event called “Maximum Mission.” We went to San 
Marcos La Laguna in Guatemala.  The team was 
organized into several different groups that were 
able to work simultaneously. We were able to 
have a medical clinic along with distribution of 

medicine that lasted for 2 days. We also worked 
in a park that had been heavily affected by 
landslides and were able to do “clean up” for 
about 2.5 – 3 days. We had outreaches to the 

children and showed 
evangelistic films each 
night that we were there.  
The mission trip lasted a 
total of 4 days and after it 
was all said and done, 
there were 15-20 new 
decisions made for Christ 
with several people 
making rededications. 
Along with this, a great 
interest was sparked 
among the local people 
there because we came 

to be servants and did not ask for anything in 
return.

Mission Team from Idaho 
On June 11 – 20, a team from Idaho came down. 
The only way I know to describe it was that we hit 
Coban hard with the gospel of Jesus Christ.  
During the days, we visited local schools.  While 
at the schools, Mike Brown joined with the local 
praise team to lead the students in praise and 
worship songs. Other team members were from 
an Emmett, Idaho band and they played their 
Christian rock songs.  Along with the music, a 
drama was performed and an altar call given at 
each school we visited and many lives were 
touched.  The first two nights one of the team 
members taught a relational evangelism class to 
the Christians here. On Friday night we showed 
one of the evangelistic films in a park. Saturday 
and Sunday night we had a full blown music 
concert with praise and worship and Christian 
rock music in two different towns. During these 
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concerts, members from the local church that we 
are partnering with were assisting with prayer, 
evangelizing, greeting people and inviting them to 
come to the events. Through this collaboration, 
we saw many people rededicate their lives to 
Jesus, much prayer was offered to the Lord for 
healing and we saw lives changed and souls 
saved.  
 

Young Adults Revival 
On June 23 – 25, Richard Overbey was the guest 
speaker and special music for the revival that the 
local young adult youth group held. The theme of 
the revival was “Activate your Faith”. Richard 
played music with the local praise and worship 
team and also spoke 4 times while he was here. 
During his times of ministry the Holy Spirit was 
definitely in the house. Many were touched and 
several souls were saved. Richard also had the 
opportunity to share at the Sunday morning 
service. The Lord was able to use Richard to also 
challenge those in attendance to activate their 
faith by praying for an elderly man who had 
requested prayer for healing.  
 

Vacation Bible School 
On July 29 – Aug 7, a group from Cornerstone 
Christian Church in Virginia came to hold 
Vacation Bible School for the children in several 
villages. The mission team spent the entire week 
doing ministry by joining with 
Christians from a local 
church in Coban. The 
partners were instructed and 
trained to help with the VBS 
events.  In the daytime, we 
held VBS and a puppet 
show that was very popular 
with the children. At night, 
the program was designed 
to reach the older children 
and the adults. An 
evangelistic film that was 
presented in their tribal 
language of Kekchi was 
shown.   As a result of this 
team’s efforts, once again, many people 
rededicated their lives to Christ, salvations were 
made, Christians were encouraged and there 
were some healings. It was truly awesome to see 

what the Lord accomplished through this joint 
effort.
