Somehurch members werableto
interpret the tribal language for us and we
translated the Spanisto English for the American
medical wokers. | wasamazed to see the number
of people that came from the local commimi
and many villages nearby. We saw about one
hundredandthirty patientseach day.
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This vllage is where ittle Evelin Sueymi lived
with her family and attended church before she
passed away suddenly last month. We were abl
to spend some time with this family and were
able to encourage therduring this difficult time.
What a blessing to be a part of thasitreach.
